'_The purpbses of this study entitled: The Appreciation of Bun-Phaweit Tradition and
“its Changes in Ubon Ratchathani Province were to study the model and the
‘relationship between I-san people and Bun-phaweit, to observe the change of some
aspects and examine the impact of the festival on their daily life. The results of the
study are as follows:

__Th’é’Mddél.' It is planned in advance including places for the ceremony and
sacrifices. The models have been designed due to time limitation. Three
types of sermons are performed: a traditional sermon, a three-Dhammad
sermon and a mixed sermon. Activities such as sowing rice (Khaw-Tok),
flowers and rice crackers are included. These three elements are symbols of
wealth, prosperity and progress. Moreover, some sacred-books are taken into
the process.

The Relationship between I-san people and Bun-Phaweit. I-san people and
Bun-phaweit are closely related. People highly recognize it and perform it
annually. The ritual is based on the religious belief including making merit
and being reborn in the next period of the Lord Buddha (Phra-Sri-
Ariyamettraya).

Bun-Phaweit has been changed in some aspects on model and performance
with some activities for entertainment. However, it is still a means for people
to practice religious rites and also a mechanism that bind people, society and
the temple together.
