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Abstract

This research aims to analyze the rite of “JOLMUUD”: A case study of Khmer
Community Ban Preukian, Tumbol Nokmuang, Muang District, Surin. There are 2 purposes
in this research: (1.) It aims to analyze the beliefs which have been shown through the rite
“JOLMUDD” of Khmer community and it is also the way of traditional belief to cure
patients. (2.) It aims to analyze the relation between the rite “JULMUUD” and other contexts
such as a medium, patients and participants. The research also uses role theory to be a method
of this analysis and explain the research by a descriptive analysis approach.

The subjects of this study were collected from the questionnaires, interviews and
observations. Meanwhile, the researcher also attended and participates in the rite. It can be
organized as follows: (1.) the beliefs through the rite “JULMUDD” and (2.) the relation
between the rite “JULMUDD” and other contexts.

1.The Beliefs Through the Rite “JULMUDD”: It can be found that the belief of
Khmercommunity, Ban Preukian have been reflected and shown through the rite which are
the belief in holy spirits and power and the belief of “Suekwan” (HOWPLUENG) in patients.
2.The Relation between the Rite “JULMUDD” and Other Contexts in terms of Role
Theory: The researcher has used the role theory by Wiliam Baskom, Siriporn Na Thalang,
Kanittha Chitchinakul, Panupong Udomsilpa and Sunee Leawpenwong to be a method of this
analysis research. It can be concluded that there are 6 roles which influence this community
as follows: First, it is the role and trust of their mind. Second, it is the role to control their
community. Third, it is the role to gather parents and offspring and maintain the unity in
this community. Forth, it is the role to get education. Fifth, it is the role to entertain villagers
to feel enjoyable and pleasant. Last, it is the role to build the identity in this community.
This analysis research “JULMUDD” not only preserves the rite and wisdom
which are the identity of Khmer community but also promotes this folklore, belief and rite in

order to make other people recognize this Khmer community.
