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The objective of this thesis is to study the requirements of Thai legislation
pertaining to dietary supplement product, the principles, guidelines and the
nature of the dietary supplement under the requirements of the laws, the
protection of the rights of the consumers of dietary supplement accorded by the
laws. In addition, the study of every phases of the procedures in controliing
dietary supplement products has also been included, taking into account of the
present Thai social environment where the business of dietary supplement
products has been growing at a good pace. There is also an ambiguity as to the
nature of the dietary supplement products itself as well as the preciseness of the
laws governing the products. At present, the legislation which regulates the
supplementary products consists of Food Act B.E. 2522, the Consumer

Protection Act B.E. 2522 and the Direct Sale and Direct Marketing Act B.E.

2545, which are considered msutticient in controlling the t dietary supplement
products of different kinds. The business of supplementary dietary products itself
has been increasing tremendously that the laws could hardly keep pace with it in
controlling their quality and marketing strategy. The laws also lack behind in
giving protection to those who suffer injury from the consumption of adulterated
or substandard dietary supplement products. Thus, there is real need to have
some strict and precise measures and procedures in controlling the products

which will provide justice and benefit to the consumers and the business

operators of the dietary supplement products as well.
