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This study is focused on people participation in Village and City

Community Fund and the factors which affect the participation, problems and
obstacles of the programs by using survey as medium to collect data from
village fund’s members, village committee and comniunity developers. The
samples are selected from the committee of Village and City Community
Fund, members of fund and community developers in Tambon Kon Kao
and Bang Lao, Klong Kuen, Chachengsao province. There is the total of
257 samples from 27 villages. The statistics used in the research include

percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation and the one-way ANOVA

with the significance level of .05.
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It was found that a majority of the samples has a medium level of
awareness of the programs’ progress. The most frequent from of participation
by the Villages is the interaction with the officials of different departments
while the participation in a seminar is done in a long term. The majority of the
samples has a high level of participation in terms of jointed learning,
brainstorming, follow — ups and check-ups activities. For the participation to
receive benefits and to co-manage the funds, the samples have only a medium

level of participation.

The statistics used for testing are t-test and One-way ANOVA at
significance 0.05 is found as follows :

1) The people with different characteristics such as sex age education
income and career not have different level to access the information of the
project, but people with different in come have different level to access the
information of the project.

2) The people with different characteristics such as sex age education
income and career not have different behaviors in the participation, but
people with different education and income have different behaviors in the
participation.

3) The people with different characteristics such as sex age education
income and career not have different level of participation of the project
but people with different education and income have different level of

participation of the project.
4) The people in Tumbol Kon Keaw and Bang Lao have different level

of participation in the project.
