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The purpose of this study is to investigate ways of life, factors and
ways of persistence of Mon’s culture in North Saladaeng village through
qualitative research methodology. The obtained data are from two sources:
Documents relating to Mon and interviews of local people’s and local
community leader’s. Descrip analysis is alsc employed.

The findings reveal that Mon’s ways of life are simple owing to
practice of the middle way of non-attachment. Even though western culture
has increasingly influenced on people in this community, it cannot be totally
changed original Mon’s community. Some cultures still show Mon’s

uniqueness. This results from factors such as ie. community strength
considered from the feelings of being Mon, the local leader’s role, the role of

North Saladaeng temple and Mon’s beliefs in Buddhism which keep cultures
and religious traditions uniqueness of the community.

In addition, the study also finds that uniqueness of cultures of ways of
living of the community such as language, costume and careers has decreased
due to several factors, for example, national policy of country development to
international standard causing changes in local people’s ways of life. New
educational system also causes less use of Mon’s native language. However,
Mon in North Saladaeng village creates ways of persisting with the cultures
by establishing their own museum. Moreover, cultural dissemination to the

younger generation has been provided by local leaders.
