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The purposes of this thesis are to (1) study the course and development of
feasibility study of Kra canal construction project and the factors that could affect
this project (2) study and compare the conflicting ideas and point of views
relating to Kra canai construction project (3) study the impact of the factors on
Kra canal construction project such as economic factor, political and security
factor, engineering factor, environmental factor, social factor, etc. The study is
based on theories and researches such as Liberal Economic theory, national
interest concept, Geo-Politics theory and sea power theory to analyze the

conflicting ideas underlining the development of the project.

The findings indicate that Kra canal construction project has immense
interest of both Thatiland and international economy. The majority of people from
study poll results support for this project. However, from the past to the present
government have never brought Kra canal construction project proposal up into
practice. Therefore, Kra canal construction is just only the proposal.

This 1s because of different and conflicting ideas from time to time
propelling impact upon decision-making. Therefore, from this research findings,
we can conclude that the most influential factors effecting the feasibility of Kra
canal project derive from the conflicting of ideas and interest, both internal and
external.

The recommendations are that Thai government should support
continuously the feasibility study of the effects from this nioject in economic,
political and security, engineering, environment and social factors in order to
arrive at a settlement of concrete conclusion of Kra canal construction project.
The feasibility study should be in transparent, progressive as well as impartial

and accessible to public verification and understanding.
