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Tourism has became the world’s largest industry. It is the injection of
income and employment into the economy, not only to national economy but
also to local economy.

The purpose of this thesis in to explore the effects of tourism in two
specific local areas of Thailand namely Chiang Rai and Chonburi provinces.
Input-Output analysis is introduced into the study. By using Thailand’s input-
output table in 1998, the 16 production sectors of input-output table is

constructed for these two provinces by seperating tourism in dustry sector

from other sectors.

The finding indicates that tourism indutry has improved output and
employment of these two local economies. Local government revenue, value
added in various steps of production process are also increased.

In Chiang Rai, income multiplier is 2.26 of revenue from direct
tourism. The total revenue from tourism sector is 65,000 million baht.
Tourism impact to local production is 146,700 baht, and toward employment
1s 171,384 persons.

In Chonburi, income multiplier is 2.3 of direct tourism revenue. The
local revenue from tourism sector is 341,060 million baht. Tourism impacts
toward local production is 786,300 million baht, and toward employment is

105,928 persons. Value added to the Chonburi economy totals 409,600

million baht.
