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The purpose of this research was to compare the English reading comprehension of
Higher Certificate (II) Students in Khon Kaen Technical College using the Cooperative Reading
Integrated and Composition and the Teacher’s Manual, and to develope in the English reading
comprehension  using the Cooperative Reading Integrated and Composition. The
Pretest — Posttest Nonequivalent Comparison Group Design was applied for the study.
The population was consisted of 450 of Higher Certificate (II) students in
Khon Kaen Technical College in the first semester of academic year 2008. The samples were
selected by purposive sampling and were randomly assigned into experimental group and
compared group. There were 30 students in experimental group and 30 students in the compared
group. |
The research instruments were developed by the researcher, including the 10 lesson plans
using Cooperative Reading Integrated and Composition, 10 Teacher’s Manual lesson plans, and 3
sets of reading comprehension test. and achievement test which consists of 30 four — choice
items. The achievement test were criterion of content validity ,difficulty and discrimination and
the reliability coefficient was 0.87 .The collected data were analyzed by percent ,means ,standard
deviation and analyzed t-test through the SPSS Program for Windows.
The findings :
~ The reading comprehension of the students in an experimental group which had been
“treated with The Cooper%tive Reading Integrated and Composition higher than the students in
“the compare group which had been treated with the Teacher’s Manual (p <.001). The students
m éﬁpéﬁmental group had developed in reading comprehension from 3 sets of test were

72.00 %, 95.20 % and 97.20 % .
