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The purposes of this study were : 1) io study family relations, child
rearing practices, family structurc, self esteem and academic achievement of
students 2) to study relationship between family relations, child rearing
practices, family stnicture, self esteem and academic achievement 3) to
compare self esteem between students in family with different family
relationship 4) to compare self esteem level between students from different
types of child rearing practices 5) to compare self esteem between students

from different family structure.

The subjects consisted of 400 Mathayomsuksa 4-6 students from
Phathalung province in second semester at academic year 2003 . The
instruments used for the study were Family Relationship Questionnaires,
Child-rearing Practice Scales and Self -Esteem Inventory. t-test was used to
analyze the data at the .05 level of significance.

The findings were as follows: 1) Most students had good family
relationship, received high family support and high level of rationale in
child rearing practices, came from a nuclear family. Their self esteem and
academic achievement were at medium level. 2) Father and mother
relationship, the students and their siblings relationship, child rearing
practices and family structure had no relationship with academic achievement
3) Students from family with good relationship and students from family with
bad relationship had different level of se}f esteem at the .05 level of
significance 4) Students from different types of child rearing practice had
different level of self esteem at the .05 level of significance 5) No difference

in self esteem level was found between students from different family

struciure.
