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The purposes of this research were to compare Matayomsuksa 1
students’ English listening and speaking achievement, attitude towards
English, and learning retention in the two classes taught with videotapes and
student-oriented activities.

The research sample was the population of the 58 Matayomsuksa 1
students, divided into two classes by match-paired technique, in the second
semester of the 2002 academic year at Bangyikhanwittayakhom
School Bangkok. The two classes’ average achievement scofes were not
significantly different. They were simply randomed, one was the
experimental group taught with videotapes, the other was the control group
taught with student-oriented activities.

The instruments used in this research were the English listening
and speaking achievement tests, two sets of the English listening and
speaking lesson plans using videotapes and student-oriented activities,
students’ attitude assessment form. The collected data were statistically
analyzed by the t-test to compare the difference between the English listening
and speaking achievement, the attitude towards English, and the learning

retention of the two sample groups.

The results revealed that the students’ learning achievement, attitude
towards English, and learning retention in the two classes taught with
videotapes and student-oriented activities were not significantly different

at the .C5 level of significance.
