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The objectives of this research were (1) to study working climate
perception, attitude towards occupational health and safety, occupational
health and safety media exposure and occupational health and safety work
behavior of cabin attendants (2) to examine the relationships between working
climate perception with occupational health and safety work behavior (3) to
examine the relationships between attitude towards occupational health and
safety with occupational health and safety work behavior (4) to examine the
relationships between occupational health and safety media exposure with
occupational health and safety work behavior (5) to examine the relationships

between age with occupational health and safety work behavior (6) to
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examine factors which can predict occupational health and safety work
behavior of cabin attendants. A sample of three hundreds sixty-two Thai cabin
attendants of Thai Airways International Co,. Ltd were participated by
answering a personal data and five-rating scale questionnaires which were
applied in this research. The 362 complete copies or 100 percent were
returned. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, pearson product moment correlation coefficient, and multiple
regression analysis. The results of the analysis were as follows:

1. Attitude towards occupational health and safety and occupational
health and safety work behavior of cabin attendants were at “high” level. The
cabin attendants had working climate perception and occupational health and
safety media exposure at “medium” level.

2. There were positive correlation of working climate perception,
attitude towards occupational health and safety, and occupationa! health and
safety media exposure with occupational health and safety work behavior at
.01 level of significance.

3. Attitude towards occupational health and safety and occupational
nealth and safety media exposure could predict occupational health and safety

work behavior at .01 level of significance.
