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The purposes of this thesis were to identify and compare Opinions
and Participation in the Local Public Health Development of Nenthaburi’s
subdistrict administration organization executive board. The independent
variables were gender, age, educational level, occupation, total income of
both spouses, length of stay in the community, status in the administration
organization, other positions held, and the amount of information of public

health development received.
The population in this study consisted of all 148 board members, 133

males and 15 females. Data were collected by means of a questionnaire
developed and analysis by the research.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Most of the board members displayed high opinions of the local
public health development and participated in such development.

2. There were no significant differences in all of the members’
opinions on health development in all three aspects: promotion, health
control and prevention; medical treatment; and, rehabilitation.

3. Board members differing in age, total income and other positions
held did not significantly differ in their participation in the local public

health development. Those differing in all other areas did.
