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The purposes of the research were to examine the level of social
activity participation of the elderly in Tambon Ban Mo, Amphoe Phrom Buri,
Sing Buri province, and to identify factors related to and affecting their
participation of such activities (health, education, social and culture, and
overall social activities). A sample group of 300 elderly people was selected
by purposive sampling. Data collection was done through an interview with a
five-part questionnaire concerning (1) their demographic information, (2)
family information (r = .903), (3) health status (r = .977), (4) social support

(r=.810), and (5) social activity participation (r = .988). The data were
collected from 12 August to 24 September 2003. Statistics used for data

analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s
product-moment correlation, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results of the research showed the following:

1. The elderly had low level of participation concerning health,
education and overall social activities, with moderate level in social and
cultural activities.

2. Factors significantly related to the elderly’s participation in social
activities at the statistic level of 0.05 were age, the number of family
members, family income, relationships within the family, physical health,
psychological health, concrete social support, and nonconcrete social support.

3. Factors affecting the elderly’s participation in social activities
consisted of age, the number of family members, family income, relationships
within the family, psychological health, concrete social support, and
nonconcrete social support. These factors could explain the level of their
participation in health, education, social and culture, and overall social
activities, for approximately 16.20, 9.40, 27.10, and 15.50 percent,

respectively. Those not affecting were age, family care, and physical health.
