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The purposes of the study were twofold: 1) to study problems of academic
management at Princess Chulabhorn’s colleges in the following aspects:
academic planning, academic administration, learning and instructional
arrangement, acadeinic development and promotion, learning measurement and
evaluation and registration and evaluation of academic management. 2) to
prioritize problems of academic operation of the coileges. The samples were 612
administrators and teachers. The instrument used for gathering data was a set of
questionnaires. The data were analyzed by Statistical Package for Social

Sciences (SPSS).
The research findings were as follows: TE 156149

1. The problems of six aspects: academic planning, academic
administration , learning and instructional arrangement , academic development
and promotion , learning measurement and evaluation and registration and
evaluation of academic management, were all at moderal level.

2. The priorities of the problems, in general and each aspect , were at
moderal level arranged from the most to the least as follows: 1. academic
planning 2. academic administration 3. evaluation of academic management 4.
academic development and promotion 5. learning and instructional arrangement

6. learning measurement and evaluation and registration.
