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The objective of the research is to study and analyze the behavior of
Ramkhamhaeng University's Students in using antiobesity drugs : Case Study
of Huamark Canupus. This research are both descriptive analysis and
quantitative analysis. By using questionnaire collected between September to
November 2003, had analyzed the behavior, satisfactory and tendency in

using antiobesity drugs. The results obtained are

1. The behavior in using antiobesity drugs of women between 20-30
years will risk to feel nauseateb and vomit and solve the problem by stop

using antiobesity drugs more than men. Women are satisfied in using

antiobesity drugs and have tendency in continual using antiobesity drugs more
than men.

2. The behavior in using antiobesity drugs of women between 30-40
years will risk dizzy and will solve the problem by changing the kind of
antiobesity drugs more than men. Women are satisfied and have tendency to
continual using antiobesity drugs similar to men.

3. The behavior in using antiobesity drugs of women less than 20
years will risk irritability less than men and will solve the problem by reduce
using antiobesity drugs more than men. Women are satisfied in using
antiobesity drugs and will continual using antiobesity drugs less than men.

4. Sex and age have no influence on satisfaction level in the behavior

in using antiobesity drugs of women and men aged between 31-40 years

5. The behavior in using antiobesity drug of women and men aged

between 20-30 years have similar trend in continual using antiobesity drugs.
