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The purpose of this study is to examine factors affecting recidivism of
female prisoncrs at Women Correctional Institution for Drug Addicts,
Pratumthani Province.

Among the samples of 288 drug users, drug possessors, and drug
possessors for abuse, it is found that the majority of the sample are married,
aged between 20-30 years old with the highest educational level of the
secondary one. Before being convicted, they were employed with the income
of no more than 5,000 Bahts per month.

Three factors are found affecting recidivism: personal factors-age at
first crime and the main income earner; behaviral and environmental factors-
smoking habits, drug abuse, conversation with intimate friends in the prison
and their persuasion to violate law after being free from the punishment; and
the vocational training programs: whereas factor concerning knowledge about

drug is found unrelated.
