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The purpose of this research was to identify factors affecting research
motivation of primary school teachers in Songkhla province.

The subjects in this research were 395 teachers in Songkhla’s primary
schools, in the second semester of academic year 2003.The instruments used
in this study were questionnaires, designed to elicit what were the factors and
motivation in conducting action research in schools, with reliability values of
0.9438 and 0.9527 respectively

The results were as foilows:

1. The teachers agreed that the highly important factor was realization
of importance and benefits, whereas the following were at moderate

important: knowledge and experience, being supported by their superiors and

time.As for, their motivations for conducting action research were at the
high level.

2. The four factors, each of the carrying out action research, were
positively related to the Songkhla’s primary school teachers’s motivations for
carrying out action research at level 0.05 of statistical significance.

3. Two factors: realization of importance & benefits (an) and being
supported by superiors (X,,)—were able to significantly predict the
Songkhla’s primary school teachers’s motivations for carrying out action
research at the 0.05 level and the coefficient of determination was 0.604.The
raw score and standard score equaticns of this study were as follows:
