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The purposes of this study were to investigate the relationship
between knowledge and attitudes toward measurement and evaluation as
stated in the 2001 basic education curriculum of administrators in
Nakhon Pathom 'sarca 1 education service. The sample of 250
adminisirators were selected by stratified random sampling.

Research tools were two sets of questionnaires, one on knowledge
and the other on attitudes toward measurement and evaluation with

reliability values of 0.8802 and 0.9035 respectively.
The results were as follows : ' TE 158124

1. The administrators in general displayed good knowledge and
attitudes of the measurement and evaluation as stated in the 2001

2. The administrators with different gender, age, educational
background, school sizes and experience did not differed significantly in
their knowledge of the measurement and evaluation method.

3. The administrators with different gender, age and experience
differed significantly at 0.05 level in their attitude toward measurement
and evaluation whereas those differing in educational backgrounds and
school sizes did not.

4. There was positive relationship between knowledge and attitudes

toward measurement and evaluation method at the level of 0.05 with

correlation coefficient of .368.
