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The purposes of this research were to produce two video CDs on moral
story-telling, one with narration and the other with fable songs, and compare
the leaining achievements.

A sample of 52 Prathom Suksa 4 students o Wat Ta1 school
(Rajsadornniramit) was selected by simple random sampling from the population
of 90 students. They were then equally divided into 2 experimental groups,
consisting of 26 students each. Moral story-telling was taught to both groups,
with a video CD, one presented with narration and the other with fable songs.

They were then given a test. The data was analyzed by t-test.

The instruments were video CD with narration and with fable songs
and a learning achievement test. The results of the study showed that the
narrated video CD and the CD with fable songs had the efficiency values of
84.44/88.75 and 82.78/86.50 respectively. The learning achievements of the
students taught with the former was significantly higher than those with latter

at the .05 statistical level.
