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The purposes of this study were identify the following characteristics of
the clderly: social environment, achieved developmental tasks and quality of
life; to compare developmental tasks and quality of life of the elderly who had
different levels of social environment; and, to determine relationships between
achieved developmental tasks and quality of life of the elderly.

The sample consisted of 150 elderly in public health area 2, of Lopburi
Province, Saraburi Province and Singburi Province. The research instrument
was a 4-part questionaire: demographic information, social environment,

achieved developmental tasks and quality of life. Percentage, mean, t-tesi,

standard deviation and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient were
used for data analysis.

The research findings were as follows: (1) the elderly experienced high
level of social environment from their family and experienced middle level of
social environment from their community (2) the elderly received high level
of developmental tasks (3) the elderly received high level of quality of life
(4) there were significant differences (p<.01) in achieved developmental tasks
between the elderly who experienced different levels of social environment
from their family and there were significant differences (p<.001) in achieved
developmental tasks between the elderly who experienced different levels of
social environment from community (5) there were no significant differences
in quality of life between the elderly who achieved different levels of social
environment (6) there were significant, positive correlations (r = .480)
between achieved developmental tasks and quality of life of the elderly at the

.05 level.
