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Bangkok was established as the capital of Thailand more than 220
years. Bangkck has become the center of the country. As a result of the
increasing economic growth, now Bangkok is facing many problems. As
such, in order to study the development of Bangkok. The objective of this
study was to analyze the change of structural growih of product, effect of
major economic sectors, socio-economic factors effecting the economic
orowth, and to forecast the value of product in Bangkok by adapting Gross
Provincial Product (GPP) data at constant price (1988) during 1997-2001.

The results of the study show that the stmctural growth of Gross
Provincial Product in Bangkok during 1987-1997 shifted from public
administration and defence sector to other sectors. During 1997-2001, the
structural growth shifted from banking & insurance and real estate as well as
construction sector to other sectors. Bangkok has 5 major economic sectors,
namely transportation & communication, banking & insurance and real estate,
wholesale and retail trade, service and manufacturing. The commercial bank
credit affects the economic growth of Bangkok. Manufacturing sector valued
at 668,846.85 millions baht will be the highest portion of Bangkok’s Gross

Provincial Product in 2011.
