The purposes of this research are to study elementary information about
Thai cloth and its usage by the Ratchaburi Technical Students as well as to
study the attitude of students there towards both the conservation of
Ratchaburi’s Pha Chok and comparatively study their attitude of Ratchaburi
Pha Chok conservaticn categorized by the primary information, the recogniticn
and the use of Thai cloth.

320 students are the random sampling group while questionnaires are
the research tool and statistic analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation

and Chi-square with the significant error at .05.



The findings are: TE 155949

1. Majority sampling group are female business administration
students, over 18 years old, who are studying at the 4" and 5" year in diploma
level. The background knowledge of most sampling group’s parents are at
primary level while their fathers’ occupation are farmers and their mothers are
sellers or self employers. Their average family income is about 5001-10,000
bath per month. The students’ total knowledge of Thai cloth and their use are
in moderate level.

2. The overall attitude of most students in sampling group are in good
level.

3. Comparatively study students’ attitude towards the Pha Chok
conservation of Ratchaburi are:

3.1 Students of different sex, have different attitude with signiticant
error at .05. That is, female students have more positive attitude toward the Pha
Chok conservation than male.

3.2 Students with different mothers’ occupations, have different
attitude with significant error at .05. That is, those who belong to kind of
occupations like farmer, small business owner, self-employer, or housewife,
have more positive attitude toward the Pha Chok conservation than those who
belong to the government sector.

3.3 Students with different age, field of study, level of study level of
parents education background, occupation, family income and knowledge
about Thai cloth have no difference on attitude towards the conservation of

Pha Chok respectively at P>.05.
