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The research purposes were to 1) identify background, attitudes and
needs for self - development in home economics of teachers under Office of
Basic Education Commission in Muang District, Tak Province and 2) compare
their attitudes and needs for self —development regarding quality of life, skills
and promotion of home economics profession as classified by sex, age, martal
status, household size, economics status, debt, causes of debt and the subject
taught. The samples were 225 teachers, selected by using simple random sampling
technique. The research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics used
to analyze data were percentage, means, standard deviation, the Chi- square,
t—test and One -way Analysis of Variance at the significant level of 0.05.

It was found that:

1. The subjects were mostly female (76%), ages 45 years old and
over (49%), married (74%), and had 4-6 members in a household (55%). In
addition, the income of the majority of the teachers was comparable to their
expenditure (48%) and in debt (86%) with causes of debt resulting from living
cost and education (45%). The subjects taught by most of the teachers were those
in the life-oriented experience group, habit - oriented experience group, work-
oriented experience group, and foreign language group.

2. Seventy six percent and 73 percent of the subjects had positive
attitudes toward the self-development in home economics regarding quality of
life, and skills and promotion of home economics profession, respectively.

3. Needs of the subjects for self —development in home economics
regarding quality of life were high ( X =3.85) whereas needs regarding skills
and promotion of home cconomics profession were moderate (X_ = 3.08).

4. The attitudes and needs for self - development in home economics
regarding skills and promotion of home ecoromics among the teachers who had

different economic status were statistically significant difference at .05 level.
