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The purpose of this research was to examine and comgare the problems
in teaching physical education in lower secondary schools under Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration, as perceived by administrators and physical
education teachers.

The population consisted of 218 administrators and 77 physical
education teachers, who were asked to complete a questionnaire. All were
returned, the data from which were analyzed for the percentage, mean,
standard deviation and t-test in SPSS/PC (Statistical Package for the Social

Sciences/Personal Computer Plus).

The results were as follows:
1. The problems were found to be at a low level.
2. The teachers and the administrators viewed the problems differently

in budgeting, venues and facilities.
