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One important role of the government is to apply the economic policies in order
te boost the econemic growth. It applies the policies via two significant economic tools,
monetary policies and fiscal policies. The government expenditure is considerad as a
factor that propel economy to achieve its goals.

The objectives of this study are to find the attribute and structure of the
expenditure of Thai government and the trend of government expenditure budget
allotment policy in the period of the issues of 5-8 of the national policy of economy and
social development, and also to analyze the role of expenditure budget to the growth of
economy comparing to the Philipines and Singapore. Moreover, the relation between
expenditure budget and the economic growth will also be studied using secondary data
concerning the expenditure of government as a whole and other data starting from 1982
to 2001. The multiple regression equation is used as a tool for statistical analyses.

The objective of this study is to examine the characteristics and structure of

the consolidated government expenditure in Thailand and the trend of government

expenditure allotment policy in the period of the issues of 5 — 8 of national economy
and social development policy, and also to analyze the impact of government
expenditure on the growth of economy comparing to the Philipines and Singapore.
Morever, the relation between government expenditure and the economic growth will
also be studied using secondary data conceming the expenditure as a whole and other
data starting from 1982 to 2001.

By descriptive method, it was found that the allotment of current government
expenditure composing of the wages and salaries, goods and services, interest payment
and transfers & subsidies is more than capital expenditure in every national economic
and social development policy . In terms of current expenditure per gross domestic
product, it was found that the trend of current expenditure per gross domestic product
of Thailand and Singapore is decrease in accord with target of economic policy, where
as in the Phillipines it is increascd. Morever it was found that all the three unations allot
its current expenditure on goods and services payment more than any other
eapenditure, but Singapcre is the highest.

By quantitative method, it was found by using multiple regression equation
that for Thailand and Singapore, the growth rate of per capita GDP, labour force,
Private investment as percent of GDP, Goods and services as percent of GDP and
capital expenditure as percent of GDP correlated to the growth rate of real per capita

GDP.
