This study aimed at measuring and comparing teachers knowledge and
attitude toward measurement and evaluation the primary curriculum B.E. 2544 of pilot
school under the jurisdiction of Bangkok metropolitan administration. Three hundred
teachers at school under the jurisdiction of Bangkok were randomly selected as
samples, bui only 231 teachers were completed the questionnaires. The instrument
composed of two questionnaires with reliability values of 0.78

Research results were as follows

1. The teachers, in general, displayed good knowledge of measurement and
evaluation methods.

2. The teachers attitude toward measurement and evaluation methods were

at high level.



3. The teachers with different age differed significantly in their knowledge
of measurement and evaluation methods, whereas those differing in educational
backgrounds and teaching experience did not at the .05 level.

4. The teachers with different age, education backgrounds, and teaching
experience were not differed significantly in their attitude toward measurement and
evaluation methods.

5. There were positive relationships between teachers’ knowledge and attitude

toward measurement and evaluation at the .05 level of significance.
