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The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare the Prathomsuksa 5 students
learning achievement of Critical Viewing between classes taught by the Six Thinking Hats
technique and The Traditional, 2) compare the Prathomsuksa 5 students learning
achievement of Critical Viewing classes taught by the Six Thinking Hats technique between
pretest and posttest and 3) study students opinions about the implementation of the Six
Thinking Hats technique. The sample in Watkongtak school, Surat Thani province consisted
of a total of 64 Prathomsuksa 5 students divided into an experimental group of 32 students
treated by the Six Thinking Hats technique and a controlled group of 32 students treated by
the traditional technique. The experiment was conducted in 120 minute, covering 1 weeks
time of 8 periods, during the first semester within the academic year 2008.

The instruments employed to collect data were: 1) lesson plans constructed along
with the ideas of the Six Thinking Hats technique, 2) the traditional lesson plans, 3) an
achievement test of critical viewing, and 4) a questionnaires inquiring students opinions
about implementation of the Six Thinking Hats technique.

The collect data were analyzed by the statistical means of mean, standard deviation,
t-test

The findings were as follows:

1. Between the experimental group of the Six Thinking Hats technique and The
Traditional, the students learning achievement of critical viewing was found significantly
different at the level of 0.05 whereas the learning achievement of students of the experimental
group was found higher.

2. The learning achievement of critical viewing of the students treated by the Six
Thinking Hats technique between pretest and posttest was found significantly different at
the level of 0.05 and the posttest of learning achievement of critical viewing was found
higher.

3. The students of the experimental group revealed their positive opinions about the
implementation of the Six Thinking Hats technique at the mean at 4.34 and the standard
deviation at 0.75
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
