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The purposes of this research were to study “Effects of the Marathon
group on Self-esteem of The Visually Impaired children: a case study of
integrated students in the Bangkok School for the Blind”. The population of is
the Visually Impaired students in Mathayom Suksa 1-3 at The Bangkok
School for the Blind. They are 16 visually impaired students who were
volunteers. They were devided into an experimental group and a control group
with 8 each.
