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The purpose of this research was to explore and compare factor
analysis of thc quality of school life of secondary schools of Matthayom
Suksa 3 and Matthayom Suksa 6 students in Samut Frakan Province and to
compare the factor scores of the students’ quality of school life in term of the
school area and levels of classes.

The sample groups consisted of 560 and 480 Matthayom Suksa 3 and
Matthayom Suksa 6 students of the academic year 2545 in second semester
from fourteen schools in Samut Prakan Province. These students were drawn
by the Multi-stage random sampling technique.

The instrument of this study consisted of 45 items of five level rating

scale questionnaires with three factors; satisfaction towards school,

commitment towards classwork, and reactions toward teachers which had the
reliability value of .8920. The statistical analysis used were percentages, mean
scbres, standard deviation, and factor analysis, and t-test

The results were as follows:

1. The results of factor analysis about the quality of school life
comprised of five factors: Satisfaction towards teachers, Expectation towards
teacheis, School images, Schoo! readiness and commitment towards
classwork.

2. The mean scores of quality of school life of students for each item
and each factor were at moderate to high level; while whole aspect was at
high level.

3. The factor scores of the quality of school life between Matthayom
Suksa 3 and Matthayom Suksa 6 students were significantly different at .05
level; except one factor, the commitment towards classwork.

4. The factor scores of the quality of school life of students between
school area in the town and outside the town were significantly different at

.05.
