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The purpose of this study was to compare reliability value of likert
scales on a comparison of reliability values of likert scales on attitudes
toward the teaching profession using different scaling, 3, 5, 7 and 9 scales
were used in this study. Four hundred teachers were randomly selected by
Multi-stage method for samples in this study.

It was found that there was statistical significant difference in

reliability values of these four scales at .05 level.
