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Section 55 of the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand. B.E. 2540

prescribes, “the disabled are legally entitled to public facilities and other
aids”. The Act of Revival of The Disabled’s Competence. B.E. 2534 also
prescribes that the disabled are entitled to protection, assistance, development
and revival of their competence for getting medical educational, social and
vocational training opportunities. For reforming the education, the Act of
National Education B.E. 2542 also prescribes that the disabled are specially
entitled to basic education free of charge and to educational facilities, services
and other aids. After studying the legal measures in providing public services
and assistance for the disabled. I can conclude that there are several problems

about these legal measures, although the government has tried to play roles by

prescribing the disabled’s rights in the constitution. For example, some laws
are not actually effective and some laws rules and regulations limit the
disabied’s rights. They are different form those of some countries, such as
English and USA. of which the laws specially prescribe that the disabled must
not be unfairly treated for public services and assistance. Besides the Singaporean
laws prescribe the disabled’s rights for public services.

Therefore, the Thai laws should prescribe the disabled’s rights according to
the constitution and the iniernational standards and cther rclated laws should
be improved for promoting and supporting solutions to problems so that the
disabled’s rights are guaranteed and protected thoroughly, efficiently and

accordingly to the disabied’s real demands.
