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The purpose of this research to study

1. The situation on fisheries cooperation between Thailand—the
Socialist Republic of Vietnam on solving problems and measures to end this
problems.

2. The effect of the sea demarcation agreement between Thailand—the
Socialist Republic of Vietnam in 1999 would be promote fisheries
cooperation of the two countries.

3. The effect of the sea demarcation agreement between Thailand—the
Socialist Republic of Vietnam in 1999 on making mutual benefits of two

countries on natural resources in the boundaries of the sea.
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4. The effect of the role of foreign policy of Thailand to the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam on politics, economics and socials to promote fisheries
cooperation between 1990-1997.

5. The possibility of the fisheries cooperation’s of Thailand — the
Socialist Republic of Vietnam in the future.

This research has 3 hypotheses as the follows:

l. The foreign policy of Thailand has promoted sclving this
problems by supporting fisheries cooperation of the twc countries cn the
exclusive economic zone of Thailand-the Socialist Republic of Vietnam.

2. The Socialist Republic of Vietnam will support fisheries
ccoperation’s because they want to take the capitals and technology on
fisheries from Thailand, in the mean time, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam
have the policy to promote cooperation with Thailand on fisheries becausc of
developing fisheries technology and fisheries marketing.

3. In the conclusion Thailand-the Socialist Republic of Vietnam could
be successful in solving fisheries problems because of the changing of
international relationship situations as the follow of the integration theory that
believes every states would be try to cooperate and interdependence.

The hypothesis of this thesis after studying by documentary research

and field research could be conclusion as follows:
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1. The foreign policy of Thailand could not be successful to support of
the two countries to solve the problem fisheries and to promote fisheries
cooperation on the exclusive economics zone between Thailand—the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam, furthermore now it still has illegal fisheries in the area.

2. The Socialist Republic of Vietnam would promote support Thailand
to cooperate on the fisheries because of developing fisheries technology and
fisheries marketing, fisheries industrics in the future from Thailand. It is not
right because of the failing of fisheries cooperation of the two countries is not
successful. furthermore the Socialist Republic of Vietnam has maay choices
on these issues to solve these problems not dependence only on Thailand but
the Socialist Republic of Vietnam still has many countries which wants to
cooperate and promote support to solve these problems.

3. Thailand will seek the benefits for natwrai resources on the
boundaries of the sea of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam. on this issues
Thailand-the Socidiist Republic of Vietnam have had agreement accepted the
petroleum authority of Thailand to cooperate with Vietnam to produce the
natural gas and crude oil. On this agreement the Socialist Republic of
Vietnam will take the benefits from Thailand on marketing and using the
natural gas and oil in the Socialist Republic of Vietnam but on the fisheries
Thailand-the Socialist Republic of Vietnam not successful so these
hypotheses show that national benefits still have the influence for decision
on many issues such as fisheries issues that the Socialist Republic of Vietnam

does not want to lose the marine natural resources to Thailand.
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4. The policy of fisheries cooperation between Thailand—the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam could be promoting the relationships between Thailand—
the Socialist Republic of Vietnam. it is not right because of failing of the
policy not successful  furthermore it still has many conditions that could
promote the relationships between Thailand-the Socialist Republic of
Vietnam.

5. The sea demarcation agreement between Thailand—the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam in 1999 has no eifect on prowmoting fisheries cooperation
on the fisheries cooperation’s policy and mutual truthfulness to take the
benefits from natural resources and marine natural resources.

6. The national benefits still expiain well about the relationships
between Thailand-the Socialist Republic of Vietnam on the issues of fisheries
cooperation that Hans J. Morganthau says that the national benefits have
determined the behavior of states on protecting or seeking benefits on the
relationships with other states.

7. For integration theory and independence theory, dependence theory
to believe the situation on the relationships of states. Many states must seek
cooperation for helping, promoting and supporting but in this issue it could
not be right about the relationships between Thailand-the Socialist Republic
of Vietnam on fisheries. It shows theses theories could be explanation on the
micro issues but on macro issues it could be right explanation on the
relationships of states but when focus on multi issues that states have many

issues on the relationships so it could not be successful and not right either.
