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The purposes of this study were to: (1) io study the ¢pinions on
learning styles of Bangkok University evening programme students in 6
styles: Independent, Avoidance, Collaborative, Dependent, Competitive and
Participant and (2) to compare the opinions of the evening programs students
with different gender, age, faculty, program, work experience and academic
achievement. A random sample of 239 students were selected from the
population of 635. A questionnaire with the reliability of .87 developed by
using the Students Learning Style questionnaire of Grasha and Richman was

used to collect data. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way
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analysis of variance and Scheffés post hoc comparison were used to analyze
the data by using SPSS.

The findings of the study were as follows:

1. The evening programme students agreed with Collaborative,
Participant and Dependent learning styles at a high level, whereas that with
Independent, Competitive and Avoidance learning styles at a moderate level.

2. In comparison of the opinions on the learning styles of Bangkok
University Evening Programme students with different status were found the
following:

2.1 There were significant in the opinions on Dependent learning
styles of the students with different gender at the level of 0.05

2.2 There were significant differences in the opinions in Independent
and Avoidance leamning styles of the students with different age and program
at the levei of 0.05

2.3 There were significant differences in the opinions on
Independents, Avoidance and Participant learning styles of the student with
different faculty at the level of 0.05

2.4 There were significant differences in the opinions on Participant
learning styles of the students with different academic achievement at the
level of 0.05

2.5 No significant differences were found in the students opinions on

other learning styles.
