The purposes of this research were to find the relationship between
problems & obstacles in using teachers’ portfolios and personal status of
teachers in Saphan Sung district. The population consisted of 200 teachers
mn Saphan Sung district, Bangkok Metropolitan Adiministration.

The questionnairs was the research instrument with reliability coefficient
value of 0.94.

The research results were as follows:

1. Most teachers have problems & obstacles in using teachers’
portfolios on teachers’ part, portfolio process and portfolio implementation at
moderate level.

2. There were positive relationship at moderate level between
problems & obstacles, as whole and each aspects, and teachers’ age and
experiences at moderate level.

3. There were positive relationship between problems & obstacles, as
whole and each aspeels; and school sized and subject clusters’ at very low and
low level, respectively.

4. There were some suggestions to improve teachers’ portfolio such as
finding standard portfolio forms and to provide in—service training for

teachers.
