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Because home is one of the four most important basic needs of all
people, the government has set up policy providing support for ail Thais to
have their own homes. One of measures to achieve such policy objective is
the providing of more housing loan for medium income group through the
Government Housing Bank (GHB). Since GHB'’s interest rate is the same as
other banks, its credit can be extended continually. Furthermore, GHB also
opened many new branches to satisfy people demand for housing loans as
well as to mobilize fund through money deposited in order to provide more
loan.
The Objective of the thesis was to study the factors affecting credit

expansion of the Government Housing Bank. Sources of data were reports

and documents from the Bank of Thailand and the Government Housing
Bank. Multiple linear regression analysis was the method used for the study.

The result of the study shows that the credit expansion of the
Government Housing Bank was most affected by volume of its deposit
followed by Gross domestic product, loan interest rate, and volume of its loar

respectively.
