This research aims to explore and study problems and trends of law
pertaining to educational quality auditing including the evaluation and
certification of teachers and educational personnel of private education
institutes engaging in providing basic education (elementary and secondary
education levels). Together with the findings, recommendations to improve
the pertaining acts to facilitate proper development of educational quality and
benefit to the best of population and country development.

The research found that the Constitution Law of Thailand B.E.2540
mandates the government to provide not less than 12 years of quality
education to all citizen without charge. The National Education Act B.E.2542

has incorporated The Office of Educational Standard Certification and
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Evaluation (public organization) B. E. 2543 to be responsible for establishing
educational quality assurance system for government education institutes.
There are no specific provisions to regulate educational quality assurance in
private education institutes in Private School Act B. E. 2525.

The attitude survey revealed that most teachers in 10 private education
institutes engaging in basic education in Bangkok area have not possessed
educational quality assurance concepts and indicated that they expected verv
slow development on educational quality assurance practice since insufficient
government attiontion has been made to private education institute.

The researcher views that since there are proportionate number of pupils
and students attending private education institutes in witch taking part in sharing
education service missions of government. The educational quality assurance
practices should be equally mandated for private education institutes engaging in
basic education service. The amendments and/or revocation of Private School
Act B. E. 2525 are recommended by the researcher. The furthur comments are
the mandates of educational quality evaluation and education standard
certification established by The Office of Educational Standard Certification and
Evaluation should be fully applied for private education institutes engaging in
basic education service. The application must be aimed to fulfil the mandates of
Constitution Law of Thailand B. E. 2540 and National Education Act B. E. 2542
pertaining to the provisions and practices on educational quality assurance in
private education institutes engaging in basic education service. The population

quality development will progress balancingly and effectively.
