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This research attempts to achieve two objectives. Firstly, it assesses the
quality of soil originated from marine sediments or marine influences along tlie
coast lines of Amphoe Klaeng in Rayong province. Secondly, it tries to identifly
locations of land suitable for specific agricultural uses. The study has been
conducted using GIS application programs, namely ILWIS, ARCVIEW and
ALES in selecting land where certain types of agriculture are fit with their soil
characteristics.

It has been found that nine districts in the studied area can be classified as
marine soil zones. Those districts are in Khlong Pun, Phang Rat, Pak Nam

Prasae, Noen Kho, Chak Phong, Kram, Thang Kwian, Song Salung, and Chak

Don. The area is 32.43 percent suitable for para rubber, 12.28 percent for
orchards, 0.85 percent for cassava, and only 18.65 and 11.63 percent for rice and

shrimp culture, respectively.
