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The purpose of this study were to create an efficiency video tape on
Psoriasis to skin patient as criteria 80/80, to compare the knowledge on
Psoriasis and to measure patients’ satisfaction toward the using of video tape
on Psoriasis disease.

The 20 of samples were selected by systematic random sampling from
the population of 300 patients at the skin OPD in Wednesday 19" May
2004 at the Institute of Dermatology. The instruments were video tape on
Psoriasis disease, achievement on disease’s knowledge test and the
satisfaction to video tape questionnaire. The data was analyzed by

percentage, mean , standard deviation and t-test.

The result indicated that the efficiency of video tape was 80.25/84.25
as criteria that setting. The achievement on disease’s knowledge level of
patient found that after leaining were higher than before at significant level

.001 and the satisfaction was high level.
