Generally speaking, the chemical substances have been used as a
compound of producing variety of goods in such many areas as industry,
agriculture and public health. The goods with the supplement of chemical
substances may be found both in consumption (such as vegetable, fruits,
supplement foods, beverage and soft drink) and commodities (such as drugs
or medical suppliers, animal foods or daily commodities).

The aforesaid goods may engender danger or damage to physical health
and human life both in short period and long period such as acute dangers,
cancer, skin decease, abnormal reproduction system, etc.

This research study has revealed the fact that there are a great number
of both general laws and specific laws for the consumers' protection, but lack

of efficiency in law enforcement. Moreover, those laws are unable to alleviate
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such damages. As a result, it should set up legal measures with the creation of
the independent organ or alter the original legal measures of controlling
entrepreneurs, or adopt the legal measures supporting or motivating all
entrepreneurs to realize the dangerous chemical substances. The study of
European Union's laws pertaining to the control of chemical substance
business has disclosed the fact that there are strict legal measures of
controlling entrepreneurs and protecting consumers in many areas.

In this research study, the researcher has proposed or suggested the
legal measures to control chemical substances business or good as follows:

1. Promulgation of a new law under the provision of the present
constitution to establish the independent organ to perform such duties as
registration, inspection, license, import control, classification of chemical
substances, assignment of entrepreneurs and officials' duties, including
increasing of punishment in such laws. For the part of consumers' protection,
there are many details relaiing to the creation of the independent organ to
protect the consumers, legal prosecution, prescription and labeling.

2. The adjustment or amendment of original laws, especially section
21 and section 31 of Consumer Protection Law, in accordance with the
specific laws for the efficient law enforcement and the adoption of the
violation or offense law together with the specific laws such as drug law, food
law, cosmetic law, and hazard material law, by passing the proof burdens to

the law breaker or violator.

3. Supporting measures such as tax collection, the creation of
chemical substance compensation fund at regional and national level,
insurance, development of information technology with a single standard for
the efficient data exchanges, and encouraging the participation of industrial

sector in understanding the danger of chemical substances in commodities and

foods.
