Currently, water pollution has been an vital envircnmental problem
which produces undesirable effect upon the well-being of the people in every
community as water is considered not only an important element of human
body but also an important factor for agriculture, industry, commerce and
daily routine life and activity. Waste water generated by daily consumption of
the various before-mentioned activities has been described as the major causes
of water pollution. Specifically, waste water derives from three different
sources: waste water from the community, industry and agriculture. In order
to prevent natural water resources from being polluted, it requires knowledge
of various fields such as science, economics, political science, management,

and sanitary engineering as well as the enforcement of the applicable law to
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remedy the water pollution crisis. From the legal standpoint it is necessary to
establish rules and regulations to prevent water pollution within the community
and local administrative agency areas. Such measure is regarded as a restriction
on the causes of water pollution. The rules and regulations should include
sanction and punishment on those who violate them. Those who have been
injured or damaged by people who discharge polluted water to the detriment
of the health, life, and property of others should be compensated. However,
such measure is a remedy for the end result ounly.

On the part of Thailand water pollution generated by the community
has been a problem for every Government to look for the way to correct it, but
there is not any legislation which can directly govern the water environment,
in contrast to countries such as Japan and the United States which possess
laws which establish an agency with the duty to look after the water resources
and set up standard for discharging polluted water into the natural water
resources. Those laws also prescribe the procedure of their enforcement and
the penalty to be imposed on the violators. In Thailand the introduction of
law to control and improve the quality of the water is still in the early stage.
The following measures have been taken: the establishment of standard for
discharging industrial, community and local administrative agency waste
water, and the establishment of water standard by the responsible agency. In
regard to the provisions related to the enforcement of law to impose punishment
on the violators as well as the liability of those who have created the waste

water problem need to be improved to keep pace with the progress

of the community and the society. Strict liability rather than regular tort law
should be imposed upon those who cause the damages. An agency which
would be responsible for the management of water resources should be set up
to efficiently control the use and discharging waste water into the water

resources.
