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This research was conducted for the purpose of examining the demand for short-term
continuing education among Thai dentists in terms of topic, date, time, place, registration fee and
public relations to analyze factors such as gender, age, educational level and workplace, which may
likely be relevant to the demand for continuing short-term education. A research questionnaire was
distributed to 1,000 dentists working in Thailand. Three hundred and four completed questionnaires
were returned, a response rate of 30.40%. The results showed that respondents were laregly female,
aged between 31-40 years old, holding a Bachelor’s degree, working in government hospitals in the
central region. Generally, recommendations were that each short-term continuing education meeting
should be held for 3 days, namely Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, rather than meetings lasting
many weeks. The best time of year for meetings was October to January. Locations outside the
Faculty of Dentistry were preferred, e.g., hotels or resorts. Publicity should begin at least three
months before the meetings. Publicity documents or official letters should be sent to offices,
hospitals or each dentist individually. The average preferred registration fee per day was 500 Baht.
The most interesting topic for hospital dentists was “ Systemic diseases of concern to dentists » and

the second was *“ Management of dental emergencies.”
