The number of the patients with critical coronary artery disease is increasing
rapidly.On admittance to a hospital, there will be an affect on the relatives who are

their caregivers.

This descriptive research was conducted to explore the needs of 75 caregivers
who are relatives of patients with critical coronary artery disease . The study was
conducted in the coronary care unit and sub-critical coronary care unit of Maharaj
Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital. The instrument used was adapted fiom the Critical Care
Family Needs Inventory (CCFNI) which was developed by Molter and translated by
Uraiporn Pongpatanawut.The content validity was established by submitting the
questionnaire to nursing instructors and nursing experts.The reliability test showed a
Cronbach alpha coefficient of 0.98.The study results demonstrated that the ability to
obtain information was the most important need of relative caregivers (relative mean
= 0.2620). The emotional needs, physical needs and spiritual needs were rated as
second, third and last needs (relative mean 0.2537, 0.2477 and 0.2366 respectively).
The results of this study provide a guidance for nurses and critical health care
professionals to plan and provide more effective care in order to meet the needs of
relative caregivers of the critically Coronary Artery Disease patients.
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
