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ABSTRACT TE 153047

The purposes of this research was to study factors influenced faculties’ and staffs’ stress while
dealing with computer. The number of faculties and staffs used in this research was 338 people:
however, selected random samplings were 268 people. Rescarch tools were questionnaires. Data
was analyzed based on percentage, mean, standard deviation of mean and Canonical correlation

analysis.

The results of research found that therc are the following 6 factors such as physical system, nervous
system, time during working, stress, working alone, and stress caused blood flow influenced tie
stress problems of faculties and staffs who were working on computer. According to the results,
most of samples agreed that all 6 factors rarely cause stress’s problem. Morzover, the significant

level of these results showed at 0.01.
