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This research was aimed at identifying conditions and probiems in
managing assurance of Bangkok municipal primary schools.

The population in this study consisted of 250 school administrators
of Bangkok municipal primary schools. Data were collected by questionnaires
on the management of educational assurance and relate problems, the
reliability values of which were .985 and .986, respectively.

The results were as follows:

1. The management status both as a whole and by area was at a high

level.

2. The problems considered as a whole and by area were at a low
level.

3. School sizes and administrators’ educational levels and experiences
significantly affected the management of educational assurance and its related

problems.
