This research study aimed to enhance attitudes to and motivation for reading
in English and to improve reading comprehension. The subjects in this study
comprised 35 learners who took a reading course “Reading Comprehension Course
for Learners in the Eighth Grade” in the second semester of the academic year 2008 at
Phratat Nongsammuen School.

The research instruments included i) pre-post interviews, ii) pre-post
questionnaires, iii) the pre-test and the post-test, iv) the teacher (researcher)’s
observétion form, v) peer teacher’s observation form, vi) an evaluation form for each
lesson and vii) a learner’s journal.

The findings of the research were as follows:

1. Learners found reading activities enjoyable and began to think of reading
English as fun. The findings from the study showed that interactive language
teaching worked. There was a difference between the mean score (X) of the
pre/post questionnaires on attitudes to and motivation for reading English. The mean
score (X ) of the post-questionnaires was significantly higher than that of the pre-
questionnaires at the 0.05 level.

2. Learners understood the English texts better after being taught Brown’s
Reading Strategies through the interactive language teaching approach. The findings
from the study demonstrated that the learners got higher scores in the post-study test:
the mean score (X ) of the post-tests for the majority of students was significantly

higher than that of the mean score (X ) of the pre tests at the 0.05 level.
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
