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This study investigated community leaders’ needs for vocational education provision
of Educational Department, Chan Juar Sub-district Municipality, Mae Chan District, Chiang Rai
Province. Population under study consisted of 23 village and sub-district headmen from
aforementioned municipality in the year 2007 A.D. Instrument used was structured interview form
with matters relating to the topic. Collected data were then analyzed and presented in narrative
fashion.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In the Chan Juar Sub-district Municipality Region, all community leaders agreed that
most of the populace vocation were in agriculture and needed the municipality or related
organizations to provide support in basic management. With respect to tourism industry vocation,
trainings on home stay management for tourist and foreign language were needed. Also, public
relations on tourist attractions and decorating beauty spots with safety in mind were required.

In relation to local handicraft ; needs for training in production, supporting fund, and market for

products were pointed out.
