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The purpose of this independent study was to study about parents’ needs for special
education provision in schools with inclusive learning project, Mueang Chiang Mai District.

The population was 54 parents of Prathom Suksa students with special needs, in 2007 academic
year. The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire about parents’ needs in 5 following
aspects, which were, academic activities aspect, student activities aspect, school personnel aspect,
school buildings and location aspect, and community relationship aspect. The data were analyzed
by computing frequencies, percentage, means and standard deviations, then presented through
table with description.

The findings were summarized as follow:

Overall, in the 5 aspects of special educational provision, parents’ needs were at the high
level. The ranking was school personnel aspect, student activities aspect, community relationship
aspect, school buildings and location aspect, and academic activities aspect. As for the wanted in
each aspect, it was found that parents’ needs were at the highest level.

1. Academic activities aspect, parents wanted the school to well prepared self-regulation
and life skills for special need students.

2. Student activities aspect, parents wanted the students should be provided nutritious

3. School personnel aspect, parents wanted the school to have special need teachers and
assistant teachers to work with special need students.

4. School buildings and location aspect, parents wanted the school to clean room,
sufficient lighting in classroom and good ventilation in classroom.

5. Community relationship aspect, parents wanted the school to contact and exchange

about special education provision with other organizations, such as Special Education Center.
