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The purpose of the independent study was to study about parents’ needs for preschool
education provision in International Schools, Chiang Mai province. The sample was 113 parents
whose children enrolled in the first semester of 2008 at International Schools in Chiang Mai
Province. The instrument used in this study was the checklist and rating scale questionnaire asking
about parents’ needs for preschool education provision in International Schools, Chiang Mai
Province. The data were analyzed by computing frequencies, percentage, means and standard
deviations, and then presented through table with description.

The findings were as follows:

Overall concerning the parents” needs for preschool education provision in International
Schools, Chiang Mai province was at the highest level. When considering in details, the three
aspects at the highest level were Hygiene and safety aspect, Teacher and school personnel aspect
and Student food service aspect. The other three aspects at the high level were Building and
environmental aspect, School and parent participation aspect and Curriculum and instruction
aspect.

Additional suggestions from parents were as follow: Parents required the importance of
school bus safety, School budgets for improving the experiences of the teachers by sending them
to participate in various international school conferences, Non-repetition of food menu,
Curriculum and other related paper work should be translated into Thai language. Furthermore
instruction should be carried out by integrating the learning contents and bring them to use in

everyday life.
