The purpose of the independent study was to examine parents' needs in daily
activities provision for pre-school children at Anubaan Phayao School.

By a simple random sampling, a study sample was 191 parents whose
children enrolled in the second semester, 2002 Academic Year, at the school. An
instrument used to collect data was a questionnaire about parent's needs in daily
activities provision for pre-school children. The data were analyzed by computing
frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviations including descriptive
analysis and then were presented in tables with descriptions.

The finding were as follows:

1. On six main activities, overall the parents’ needs were at the highest level,
especially in terms of types and forms of activities, learning materials and
leachers'care. The parents needed various kinds and forms of activities that allowed
children view their opinions to be provided. Contents were relevant to experiences
that children wanted to learn. Children voluntarily participated the activities without
being forced. Additionally, the activities allowed children enjoy and learn at the same
time. Learning materials were needed to be taken in good care in terms of quality,
cleanliness and safety by the school. Children wer2 encouraged and enhanced by

teachers to do the activities overwhelmingly.

2. On food services for children, overall the parents’ needs were at the
highest level, in terms of variety of food and its nutritions, the amount of food
including its nutritious nourishment and its cleanliness and safety, in particular.

3. On children’s safety services, overall the parents' needs were at the
highest level, especially in terms of classroom environment, healthy and safety
buildings, clean drinking water supply and readiness in case of accidents or
emergency that might happen.

4. On the teacher-parent communications, overall the parents’ needs were
at high level, particularly in terms of various issues of daily activities, children's
behaviors and daily child caring with different communication methods. Moreover,
monthly newsletters for parent education should be provided. Besides, parents'
suggestions should be considered and applied in tasks of development.

5. On authentic assessment, overall the parents’ needs were at the highest
level, in terms of holistic assessment in all aspects, improving teaching and learning
according to the results of authentic assessment and continuously and consistently

monitoring and evaluating child development, in particular.
