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This independent study investigated parents’ needs for educational management of
Chitropas Kindergarten School, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under
study comprised 202 levels 1-3 kindergartners’ parents of aforementioned school during the
second semester of the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items
asking about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of
frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most parents expressed the ensuing needs for educational management of the above
school; i.e., provided experiences for kindergartners to acquire emotional, mental, and intellectual
development; teacher’s written report of the child learning experience should be given to the
parent; teacher should be knowledgeable in psychology so he/or she could promote the child
development; ample space should be provided for children activities; and classroom should have

enough light with proper air circulation.
